As many of you may already know, JOHN FABIAN,  the 
Founder/Visionary of Carter Steel Guitars, passed away 
in January 2010. His wife, Ann Fabian, does not wish to 
continue leading the company in its day-to-day 
operations. While Ann is reviewing proposals to possibly 
sell the companyôs assets to a qualified pedal steel 
guitar player/buyer, the remaining stock of brand new 

Carter PRO models WILL CONTINUE to be sold 

through Al Brisco & Steel Guitars of Canada. 

 

John Fabianôs Legacy 
 
Johnôs many innovative contributions to the pedal steel 
guitar community worldwide include: 
 
John moved to Texas (with his wife Ann) in mid-1992 
and founded World Class Steels, Inc. dba Carter Steel 
Guitars. With the key design assistance of Bud Carter, 

he introduced the CARTER PRO pedal steel to the 

marketplace in early 1993, offering their óElegant 
Simplicity by Designô guitar to service the needs of the 
majority of players at an attractive cost due to their 
manufacturing methods. 
 

From the very beginning, as a strong believer in referrals 
and networking, John assisted many clubs/companies to 
succeed, as he regularly empowered others along the 
way. In 1996, John was a very early adopter of the 
World Wide Web and created various extensive, 
educational internet presentations, which continue to be 
extremely relevant and useful to the worldwide steel 
guitar community. 
        
Seizing the opportunity to share pedal steel guitar with 
beginner psg players, in 2000, John designed and 

introduced the CARTER-STARTER beginner S-10, 

3&4, which was sold via a worldwide retail store network 
at a price-point that would enable players (who were 
interested in trying pedal steel) the opportunity to do so 
without having to invest in a pro model. The Carter-
Starter has done what it was intended to do: offer an all-
pull pedal steel which sounds good and plays in tune at 
an attractive price, resulting in a resounding success! 
 
John saw the need for a professional model for his 
dealer network. Hence, in 2005, he introduced the 

MAGNUM PRO SELECT which kept a lot of the 

Carter PRO features, with various redesigns by John, 

and slightly dressed-down cosmetically. 
 
The Carter Custom Shoppe, another of Johnôs 

innovations, built the deluxe edition CARTER LE 

(Limited Edition), featuring óTimeless TimberôÊ woods 
which have a higher sonic quality, along with many other 
upgrades including chrome-plated parts and so on. 
 
A decades-long goal of Johnôs was fulfilled in 2009 when 
he very excitedly and proudly watched his partner, Bud 
Carter, (whose psg design prowess was second to none 
in Johnôs opinion) inducted into the Steel Guitar Hall of 
Fame. 
 
In summary, John Fabian had all the bases covered. He 
truly wanted to make a positive difference in the lives of 
as many people as possible and did so in many ways 
throughout his life. And, for the last 18 years of his life, 
he contributed so much to all pedal steel guitar players 
with his intense desire to provide a low-cost, reliable, 
great-sounding pedal steel guitar, while working to 
continually improve all his products, and giving the best 
friendship and technical support humanly possible. 
 
* Ann asks that this be stated here:  
[As the Premier Dealer for the company, Al Brisco was 
extensively trained by Bud Carter and John Fabian via 
phone and at various shows; and with hands-on training 
also at the Carter factory over several weeks at various 
times since 1992. In January 2010, Al agreed (per 
Johnôs request) to provide Warranty Service on new 
Carters, as well as to stock a supply of parts.] 
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Personally, I often wondered how he could keep óso 
many irons in the fireô operating. His brain was a ósteelô 
trapé.no pun intended. 
 
Parting Wordsé. 
John wanted to leave the world a better place than he 
found it. He wanted to give all he could to all of you. He 
loved sharing humour, ideas, debate, inspiration, vision, 
learning, discovery, profound knowledge, and was 
extremely thankful for all those exchanges.

ñMy History of Tuning the Pedal Steelò 
éby Al Brisco 

 
Disclaimer: Before treading into the deep waters of this 
óTuningô subject, let me state that óOpinions are like 
nosesé.everybody has oneô, so therefore we should all 
agree to disagree & use whatôs best for your purpose. 
 
From my 45 years of playing pedal steel, hereôs what 
works for me. 
 
 

Before the advent of the electronic tuner, we simply 
tuned by ear from a reference note from such things as 
pianos, tuning forks, etc. 
 
Back in the 1970ôs some influential pedal steelers such 
as Jeff Newman, Tom Bradshaw, etc. developed a 
tuning chart for the pedal steel with the introduction of 
the (Korg) Electronic Chromatic Tuner. This version of 
tuning chart (as still viewable in such publications as the 
Mel Bay Anthology of Pedal Steel by DeWitt Scott), has 
the 4

th
 & 8

th
 strings (root notes) of the E9th tuning tuned 

with the needle on the meter óstraight-upô to the center 
point of 440 Hertz (0 Cents).  
NOTE: When tuning a regular lead or rhythm guitar or 
bass, all the strings are tuned óstraight-upô to the center 
pointé440 Hertz or ó0ô Cents. NOTE: There is virtually 
no string on a pedal steel that is tuned óStraight-Up to 
the center point (440 Hz or ó0ô Cents) on electronic tuner. 
Since the pedal steel uses a tempered tuningé(with no 
adjustable bridge, etc.) we compensate by tuning the 
other strings in relation to our root notes. These 
tempered óTuning Chartsô are readily available. For 
instance, I supply one with every pedal steel that I sell. 
 
Now, hereôs where my story beginsé. 
Around 1977 I was playing with Johnny Burke & 
Eastwind (considered the top country band in Canada at 
the time). I discovered that when I tuned my pedal steel 
to that óoriginal 440 Hzô tuning chart that, yes my open 
óEô chord was in tune with Joe Howeôs electric guitar, 
however when I pressed my A&B pedals on the E9th 
neck, my óAô chord was flat to the open óAô chord on the 
lead guitar. 
I then started tuning my 3

rd
 string óAô note with the A&B 

pedals engaged to an óAô on the electronic tuner & ear-
tuned my open óEô (4

th
 string) to this óAô note, then 

continuing to tune the rest of the strings by ear to these 
reference notes.

A Change Is Madeé 
During the 1970ôs & ó80ôs, most every pedal steeler was 
using that original ó440 Hertzô tuning chart. In the early 
1990ôs while attending Scottyôs convention in St. Louis I 
encountered a conversation between a pedal steel 
player & Jeff Newman, in which Jeff was being 
contested on the correctness of this original ó440 Hertzô 
tuning chart. 
Of course, anyone who knew Jeff would accept that it 
was óhis way or the highwayôéI lovingly called him óA 
Banty Roosterôéhaéha. 
Anyway, Jeff was defending this original tuning chart, 
stating óWeôve been doing it this way for years!ô 
At this point I stepped into the conversation, & re-
enforced the other steel playerôs position that when he 
used this original tuning chart he was flat to the lead 
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guitar & other instruments. I then proceeded to offer my 
solutionéthat is to tune my 3

rd
 string óAô note on the 

E9th tuning with the A&B pedals engaged to the A-440 
Hertz (ó0ô Cents) position, etc. 
Well, within several months after this encounter, Jeff 
published a rebuttal in his óThe Pedal Rodô newsletter, 
statingéOoooooops!!! (Weôve been doing it wrong). He 
starts his article by stating, ñLast year at the Texas Steel 
Guitar Convention I was corrected about the ótemperedô 
tuning numbers I have been putting out for years. 
(NOTE: I really think it was at Scottyôs convention, 
however it really doesnôt matter. By the way, if the pedal 
steeler who remembers having this conversation with 
Jeff & myself should happen to read this article, I would 
really appreciate having him contact me.) 
 
The New (& Present) Method: 
The current popular tuning method (with some 
variations) that Jeff Newman (along with other input) 
developed from my theory (& probably otherôs), is the 
one we commonly share with everyone today. It has the 
4

th
 & 8

th 
open óEô strings on the E9th tuning tuned to 

442½ Hertz (= +9 Cents), with the remaining strings 
tuned in relation to this. 
This tuning method was designed as a generic model to 
compensate for various brands of pedal steels. If your 
guitar has more or less body collapse, you should adjust 
your personal tuning chart to suit your own guitar. You 
can even purchase the Peterson VS-F Strobo-Flip strobe 
tuner which as all the E9th & C6th tuning settings built 
in, both in the open tuning as well as with the pedals or 
knee levers engaged. 
 
This is why I tune the E9th neck on my pedal steels by 
tuning the 3

rd
 string with the A&B pedals engaged to an 

A-440 pitch. I find that this way your guitar is óbang-onô 
with the open óAô chord on an electric or acoustic guitar. 
Yes, your open óeô chord will be a tad sharp to the other 
guitars, but your ears will like it a lot better than the open 
óAô chord being flat. 
 
Follow-upé. 
It wasnôt till recently that a good friend of mine (Denny 
Mohan) brought it to my attention that another mutual 
friend, Rick Dunn had asked Jeff at one of Scottyôs 
conventions where he had come up with the idea of this 
modified ósharpenedô tuning method, & Jeff repliedé 
òSome óNutô in Canada told me about itòéan example 
of Jeffôs typical humour. Unfortunately, Jeff is no longer 
with us to verify this information. 
 
Summaryé 
No doubt, these tuners have assisted in developing 
better ears with players being more in tune with each 
other. 
 
Another friend of mine has a profound statementé.òAll 
this talk about body collapse is óout the windowô as soon 
as the player puts their bar on the stringsò. 
 

There were many great recordings made on less than 
perfect pedal steels & never any mention of body 
collapse before the invention of the electronic tuner! 
Guess what?é.the good players use their ears & are 
always compensating with their tone bar to play in tune 
with the rest of the band.
